MEMBER BOLRDS OF THE KORFA COMMITTEE

Dear Friends:

An emergency meeting on Korea was called yesterday afternoon at
two ofclock in my office. There were present T. T. Brumbaugh, Methodist,
Division of Foreign Missions; L. 5. Ruland, Presbyterian Church in the
U.S.A. (Secretzry John Smith is in Korea at present); Dr. Fletcher (just
back from Korea); Arnold Vaught, J. V. Decker, Miss Espy, Y.W.C.4.,
Thomas Hobbs, Ewha University; W. P. Fenn, United Poard of Christian

Colleges in China and member of the Joint Deputation to Korea in 1947;
and myself.

From Mr. Niles W, Sond, Korea desk, Department of State, we had
just received the following informeation by telephone:

"There are 300 potential dependents still in Korea, zpproximately
156 Americans. There are some missionaries in a group of zbout
100 at Pusan; four merchant vessels are standing by for evacuation.

"The Depariment of State now has no breakdown as regards mis-
sionary dependents and civilian personnel of the 682 women and
children who left Korea from Inchon on Sunday.

"The Department of State would advise mission boards not to
worry; everything is being done that can be done."

In the morning Mr. Ranson of the International Missionary Council had
received the following cablegram from H. Namkung, Executive Secretary of

the Korea National Christian Council, and C. Y. Vhang of the ®alvation
Army:

LARGE INVADING FORCES ARE PRESSING ALL AROUND US  BEGGING
IMMEDIATE HELP FROM USA  USE YOUL BEST INFLUENCE

He replied at once to Mr. Namkung es follows:

MANY THANKE FOR CABLE WHICH I HAVE SHARED \:ITH FOREIGK MISSIONS
CONFERENCE AED CHURCHES COMMISSION ON INTERNATIONAL AFFAIRS STOP
ROWLAND CROSS CONVENING E#EHGFNCY MEETING ON KOREA FOR FOREIGN
MISSIONS CONFERENCE STOP FREDERICK NOLDE DIRECTOR CCIA MAINTAINING
CLOSE CONTACT THROUGH UN CHANNELS STOP WILL IWFORM YOU OF RESULTING
DEVELOPMENTS STOP DECKER CROSS NOLDE JOIN ME IN ASSURANCE OF DEEP
CONCERN AND CONTINUING PRAYER /s/ Ranson

There was considerable discussion of the evacuetion of missionaries.
It was realized that the decision must be made on the field but that often
missions look to the boards for advice. There was a feeling that we siould
support the missionaries in whatever they decided was best to be done in
this emergency. At the seme time, we hoped thet some missionaries who were
free to do so would feel that it was God's will for them to carry on in
Kores. The night letter which was sent out to headquarters not represented
at the meeting read as follows:

EMERGENCY MEETING TODAY BOARD SECRETARIES AND OTHERS INTERESTED

IN KOREA APPROVED GENERAL POLICY REGARDING EVACUATION MISSIONARIES
AND SUGGESTED THE FOLLOWING CABLEGRAM WHICH INDIVIDUAL BOARDS MIGHT
WISH TO SEND TO KOREA STOP THIS IS SENT FOR YOUR INFORMATION QUOTE
DEEPLY CONCERNED AND SYMPATHETIC FOR KOREA AND THE CHURCH. APPROVE
WITHDRAWAL TO USA OF THOSE IN POOR HEALTH OR NEARING FURLOUGH OR
RETIREMENT, SUGGEST REMOVAL TO JAPAN OR OTHER INTERMEDIATE POINTS
PARENTS WITH CHILDREN OTHERS AS SEEMS WISE. SUPPORT THOSE DECIDING
TO REMAIN. IN VIEW OF CHINA EXPERIENCE STRESS IMPORTANCE OF
CONTINUING MISSIONARY CONTACTS AND FELLOWSHIP. CHURCHES AND MISSION
AGENCIES HERE REMFEMBER YOU CONSTANTLY IN PRAYER UNGUOTE

On the political question, a telegram was sent to Dean Acheson,
Secretary of State, by Dr. Brumbaugh representing the Methodist, Division
of Foreign Missions, Dr. Ruland, Presbyterian Church in the U.S.A., and
myself, not representing any board or committee. This telegram read as
follows:

THE FOLLOWING CABLEGRAM RECEIVED TODAY FROM NATIONAL CHRISTIAN
COUNCIL OF KOREA CUOTE LARGE INVADING FORCES ARE PRESSING ALL
ARQUND US BEGGING IMMEDIATE HELP FROM USA USE YOUR BEST
INFLUENCE UNQUOTE URGE EVERY EFFORT TO SETTLE XOREA CONFLICT
BY DIPLOMATIC MEANS AND ESPECIALLY APPROVE UNITED STATES SUPPOR
OF MEASURES TAXEN ALREADY BY UNITED NATIONS

These are indeed perilous days in Korea, and I know thet your
thoughts and preyers are with the Korean Church and our missionary col-
leagues there. We may need to call another emergency meeting within the
next few days, armd I shall be gled to be of ary help that I can. Our
office stands ready to be of any assistance we can to any of you.

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THE KOREAN SITUATION AND WORLD ORDER

The confliet in Korea reveals the precarious nature of peace
and security in the world teday. The World Council of Churches
expresses ite desp concorn and calls upen its merbers as a worlde
wide Christian fellowship to pray for Korea. where gulilty and
innocent suffer or perish together, and to bear witness to Christ
a8 Lord of all Life and as Prince of Peace.

An act of aggression has been committed, The United Nations
Gommifsion in Korea, the most objective witness avallable, asserts
that "all evidence points teo a calculated. cooriinated attack pre-
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pared and launched with sscrecy® by the Norin Kor2an troopz,

Armed attack as an instrument of national poliecy is wrong.
We therefore commend the United Na%ions, an instrument of world
crder, for 1ts prompt decision to meet this aggression and for
authorizing a police measure which every member nation should
support. At the eame time. zovernments must oress irdividually
and through the Uni*~d Nations for a just settlement hy negoti-

The enforced division of a people in Korea or elsewhere is a
bitter result of the divided world, It violates fundamental
rights and increases the threat to neace, The United Nations has
attemoted to establish a free wunited and indevendent Korea within
the community of nations, Every opvortunity which may arise from
the present tragic situation must be used to gain this end,

The Korean situation need not be the beginning of a general
war, We must not regard world-wide conflict as inevitable. Any
tendency to irresponsible fatalism should be resisted., We stand
for a Jjust peace under the rule of law and .must seek peace by
expanding Justice and by attempting to reconcile contending world
powers,

Postwar totalitarianism relies not only on military pressures
but also upon a policy of expiziting the distress of the poor, the
resentments of subject vpeoples, discriminations on grounds of race.
religion or national origin, the chaos of badly governed nations,
and the general disunity between nations., The Korean attack may
well be one of a possible series of thrusts at such weaX points in
world soclety. Since the world is still filled with these in-
Justices and disorders, a mood of complacency is both wrong and
politically dangerous., Overcoming these evils is therefore the
most important means for rendering the world morally impregnable
to totalitarian infiltration.

Such methods of modern warfare as the use of atomic and bac-
teriological weapons and obliteration bombing involve force and
destruction of life on so terrible a scale as to imperil the very



basls on which law and civilizstion can exist, It is therefore
- lmperative that they should be banned by international agreement
and we welcome every sincere proposal to this end. However, the
"Stockholm Apveal," which demands the outlawing of atomic weapons
only, without effective international inspection and eoantrol,
both 1lmmediate and continuous, must be regarded as a strategy of
propaganda rather than a genuine peace proposal, We must seek
peace by cultivating mutual confidence and work for an inereasing
devotion to common moral principles, .

We see the judgments and warnings of God in the thinegs which
are now being wrought. As Christians it must be our purpose to
"redeem the time becausc the days are evil." Every temptation to
ease and soclal indifference in so tragic an age, and every ten-
dency towarde hysteria amidst the perils about ues, must be re-
sisted. We must encoursge each other to bear the burdens and face
the tasks of our age in the faith of Him who abideth faithful,
leaving what lies beyond our power to Him Whose power ruleth and
overruleth the actions and passions of men and nations.
